Dated or budget exterior design will

require a redesign. Design that ties the property to another hotel affiliation must also
be redesigned.

Integrated architectural awnings and porte cochere bring a
cohesive design esthetic to the building.

Landscaping

Every area of the grounds consistently
exhibits the same professionally conceived
and executed level of quality landscaping.

Manicured grounds with seasonal
plantings convey a sense of quality and
attention to detail to the guest.

Outdoor Furniture

Site furnishings are provided at exterior patios or other gathering spaces, and arranged
to blend well with the landscape design.
